However if you want to know
what’s going on in the high school
bands, choirs or theatres or what
shows are being performed by the
Summer Performing Arts
Company (SPA) in July, this is the
column for you. One of my com-
position professors at UND (way
back in the late 1970’s) said to
write about what you know, and I
know the arts in the Grand Forks
Public Schools.

If you have been away from
Grand Forks for more than 20
years, you probably aren’t familiar
with the
Summer
Performing Arts
Company, or
SPA, as it is
known in the
community.
SPA got its start
in the late
1980’s as a the-
atre production

30 students and 13 staff members.
This year the students in the two
month Summer Performing Arts
Program will number close to
1300 with almost 60 staff mem-
bers, that’s almost 1 in every 5 stu-
dents in the Grand Forks Public
Schools. There are also several
students from outside the Grand
Forks area who have been allowed
to participate in the SPA Program
thanks to the administrative sup-
port of Superintendents Mark
Sanford and Ron Gruwell and
their desire to provide the best in
arts education to all of the students
who are interested. Over one
third of the current SPA staff are
alumni of the SPA Program, giving
back to students some of what was
shared with them when they were
in SPA. In the past 21 years there
have been over 11,000 students
involved in SPA who have helped
to create over 300 performances
for over 100,000 audience mem-
bers. The administrators of the
SPA Program are all alumni of the
school district. They include Dean
Opp-Administrative Director, Brad
Sherwood-Program Director and
Mentor Coordinator, and Allison
Peterson-Operations Director.
These are the names and numbers
that define SPA, now I’ll tell you
what makes the program unique
and a true community treasure,
first from my viewpoint as a par-
ent of a SPA student, then with
some comments from Misti Koop-
a SPA alumni from East Grand
Forks involved in the program

Dean Opp, Administrative Director; Allison
Peterson. Operations Director, Brad Sherwood,
Program Director/ Mentor Coordinator

Dean Opp-a true friend to every
student of the arts.

My son Nick R07, was in the
SPA Program for nine summers.
The Program is for elementary
through high school students, so a
ten-year involvement in the SPA
Program would give you the
equivalent of a full year’s educa-
tion in theatre arts. As a parent [
found the program to be truly one
of a kind. SPA is a summer pro-
gram that is set up time wise so
that students can also take a driv-
ers ed or summer school class if
they desire. Registration forms are
sent out in late winter, detailing
the program for elementary, mid-
dle and high school SPA Programs,
each area having its own staff and
programs. If you are in high
school SPA, auditions for those
who want to perform in the shows
are held in May, but I can tell you
from experience that there can be
weeks of preparation for the audi-
tions for a spoken or singing part.
Yet one of the great things about

SPA is that there is
| also a place for the
students who can’t
| sing, dance or act.
In SPA the students
do everything from
drilling the first
screw into the set
to sweeping the
stage after the final
performance of a
show. Students are
trained by staff in
the technical arts of
lighting, sound,
audio and video recording, cos-
tuming, make-up, box office oper-
ations and show promotion. All
students participate in the initial
construction, painting and decorat-
ing of a shows “set”, or stage. The
set has to be done before a line can
be rehearsed or a dance choreo-
graphed. In what other school
program, besides industrial arts,
can you get this kind of hands on
experience in skills that will be
with you for the rest of your life?
Once parts are assigned, rehearsals
begin and the process of learning
lines, music and choreography
defines the actors’ time. Equally
important are the technical aspects
of getting the sound, lights, cos-
tuming and other production tasks
accomplished so that the actors
look and sound the way they are
intended to. You might ask,
“What if a student doesn’t get the
part that they wanted?” 1 can tell
you from experience that this hap-

A Day at Winship,
1945

On a nice spring day, |
would leave my house
at twenty minutes to
L&/ nine for Winship grade
™%y school - a scant half
Y block away. Winship

was a three story pale
yellow brick school, its date of construc-
tion, approximately 1908. This was dis-
played in big letters above the entrance. |
walked beneath the budding tall cotton-
wood trees, across the well-worn ball field,
glanced up at the fire-escapes we would
climb when school was out, entered the
back door and climbed up a series of
steps into the dark paneled hallway. | then
walked along the broad wood floor, turned
left and climbed the old creaky stairs to
Miss Neville’s combined fifth and sixth
grade classroom. | now think of Miss
Neville as a “tough love” teacher, com-
manding strict discipline. She was highly
respected by her students and was one of
the best teachers | ever had. We all stood
to say the pledge of allegiance and class
began at the sound of the nine o’ clock
bell, except for Arvid Fodscar. Arvid lived
two houses away and yet always arrived
panting, a few minutes late. We swore
that he didn’t get up till the first bell
resounded through the neighborhood at
five to nine and dressed feverishly only to
make a mad dash for school.

Penmanship was practiced daily, to

me hopelessly, | was left handed and a
naturally poor writer. We worked at a
series of spiraling circles spanning the

width of the paper, careful to keep them
between the lines. Then progressed to
writing cursive letters and sentences.
Jane Dietrich sat ahead of me and | would
look over her shoulder and admire her
work. She had flawless penmanship and
wrote with an unusual “rapidograph” pen.
She was also very friendly, smart and
attractive, | will forever idolize her as my
first crush.

My buddy Art Throndset and |
looked forward to spelldown time where
we would compete and occasionally win
against the sons and daughters of UND
professors who were bused to Winship
every day. | especially recall the spellers
like Jerry Oehlan and Charles Cape, future
medical doctors. Martha Barr (a budding
artist like her renowned father) and Pat
Julison, a very athletic girl from 2nd Ave.
they both became school teachers. One
day Miss Neville gave me the word
“laboratory”. | misspelled it by reversing
the o and r and that day | had to sit down
early. Throughout my life however,
secretaries have remarked on my ability to
spell. | attribute prowess to those days of
spelldowns with Miss Neville.

We then moved on to the music
room for choral practice with our young,
cheerful music teacher, Miss Hoyne. In
the spring, we were busy as we prepared
for the annual all school spring concert at
Central. One song, the Arkansas Traveler,
forever sticks in my mind. “Once upon a
time in Arkansas, an old man sat by his lit-
tle cabin door and fiddled at a reel that he
liked to hear, a jolly old reel that he played
by ear”. That year | ended up missing the
concert. | received a surprising last minute
call at Central from the Grand Forks
Herald. They needed me to sell “Extras”
at my First National Bank corner, telling of
the death of Franklin Roosevelt.

After music Miss Neville listened to
our book reports. Every week we would
choose a book from the public library and

report on it. | can still picture Miss Neville
sitting backwards at a desk at the back of
the room as | told her about the latest
book I'd read, many times by a favorite
author, Howard Pease. | read his entire
series on the seafaring adventures of sea-
men on a cargo ship and looked forward to
their repeated episodes.

It was perhaps a precursor of my
future business travels.

And that’'s how | remember a day of
grade school life, from 63 years ago.

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pens in every show because there
are only so many lead roles to be
cast. This is where older students
mentoring in SPA play a huge
part. The younger students see
the juniors and seniors make a
minor part stand out by using
facial expressions, gestures or
just by the confidence that they
show in performing their parts to
the best of their abilities. They
soon see that it isn’t the part that
makes the actor more memorable,
but the actor that make a part
more memorable. Along with
rehearsals for shows, all students
are given the opportunity to take
voice and dance lessons at sever-
al different levels and even add a
little Tropical Island sweetness
by playing in Mike Blake’s
“Steel Drum Band”. Along with
the acting and technical skills
learned, the SPA students from
many different schools and towns
form their own community, sup-
porting each other both on and
off of the stage. This bonding of
students, with each other and
with staff, have created many life
long friendships.

Misti’s final SPA show was the
1997 version of “Keep The
Faith” in which she acted, sang,
danced and played a truly
“wicked” saxophone solo in
“Sump Pump Blues”. Misti had
this to say about how SPA had an
impact on her life. “I started
SPA after my sixth grade year in
1992. 1 was the only student
from East Grand Forks in the
program that summer but I quick-
ly met new people and made new
friends. The thought of doing
theatre every day of the week for
two months in the summer was
thrilling to me. I signed up for as
many extra components of the
SPA Program that I could over
the next six summers...jazz
improv, vocal ensembles, voice
lessons, dance classes. In the
earlier days of SPA we had class-
es in magic, creative writing,
dialects, scenic painting and
mime. SPA gave me a place and
a reason to grow theatrically. I
was encouraged and exposed to
people and other students with
the same passion that [ had. 1
grew as a person and an actress
through my years of SPA.
Working in many areas of theatre
and music serves me to this day;
I look back to my experience in
instrumental jazz improv which

helped me with college music
theory, private and ensemble
vocal training, dance training,
directing and technical work.
I’ve done technical and theatrical
things I never would have had
the chance to do if I had not been
a part of the SPA Program. My
core group of high school friends,
made up of Red River, Central,
and East Grand Forks theatre stu-
dents, happened because of SPA
uniting us. I am humbled and
fortunate that I have the positive
impact of SPA in my life and
supporting the theatre work that I
still do and will always do. Let
me tell you, there is nothing like
being a part of the final “Body
Electric” at the end of your sum-
mer. Thank you SPA.”

Dean Opp is the public “face”
of SPA. He is the person out in
the community networking with
the school administrators,
fundraising with individuals and
businesses, and presenting the
work of SPA to the public
through the media. Dean also
has a hand in the direction of
most of the SPA productions
along with a team consisting of
Brad Sherwood, Connie
Sherwood, Ken Sherwood, Rich
McFarlane, Dr. Michael Weber,
Allison Peterson, Angie Black-
Erickson, Geoff Mercer, Cassel
Everson, and Lori Young. Dean
credits the outstanding success of
the SPA Program to enthusiastic
support from the Grand Forks
Public School Administration, the
people of the community and the
talent of the students involved. 1
asked Dean what a student takes
with them after their time in the
SPA Program. He said that he
hopes that students will have
learned to work well as a team,
have developed some personal
ownership of the program and a
greater love for the arts. Dean
also feels that SPA has reached a
plateau because of the confine-
ments of rehearsal and perform-
ance space in Grand Forks. He
said that Grand Forks has a real
need for a larger performing
space with “room to grow” for
use by SPA, the Grand Cities
Children’s Choir and by the band
and choir programs in many of
the schools. Dean points out that
a larger Performing Arts Center
for students available to all of the
cities performing arts programs
would strengthen Grand Forks’
position as a “Destination City”-
a place where families would
want to live and educate their
children. As a SPA parent I can
tell you that some of the more
popular shows like the “Pirates of
Penzance” and last summers “Les
Miserables” had to be performed
up to 13 times to accommodate

more frequently than it used to and is exaggerated by the fact that SPA
show dates are in July, traditionally the hottest month of the year.

There has been discussion in the community of the possibility of the
construction of a new Performing Arts Center that would give SPA and
several performing arts programs in the school district the room that
they need for existing programs, along with some “room to grow”.

If you plan to be in Grand Forks
this summer and would like to see a SPA show, please phone ahead for
ticket reservations. Performances this summer include “Oklahoma”, the
“Radio Broadway Review”, and “Fiddler On The Roof”. Performance
information and information about the SPA Program can be found at
WWW.spacompany.org.

I’m writing this article in the midst of what

This attack on the
x| goodwill and competence of our political class
g4 results in the worst form of name calling and
A divisiveness at a time when the country begs for
1 solutions.
> As a first grader at Belmont Elementary

School in Grand Forks I remember going with
my class to see the documents in the Freedom Train and marveling at
the fact that there before me were the Declaration of Independence and
the Gettysburg Address, thrilling documents about freedom that made
me think that no where could there be a better place than America.

My parents were both from Eastern Europe and knew about hatred,
bigotry, class warfare, and the lack of personal freedom first hand.
When they came to America they saw the country as a safe haven, a
land where metaphorically, the streets were paved with gold, and they
vowed that they and their children would be the best Americans anyone
could be: honest, civic minded, open to the beliefs of others, and
endlessly excited about the opportunities that America offered poor
Jewish people. They valued education. We were fortunate in Grand
Forks to have exceptional schools. As an academic I can promise you
that the student work I see around the country would have been sent
back with stern notes from our teachers to do better, much, much better.
The bar was raised very high and we were expected to reach it. I
remember so many exceptional teachers at Belmont Elementary School,
Central High, and the University of North Dakota who valued learning
and gave us optimism to think that we could achieve at the highest level
possible, many of us did.

I don’t think it’s easy to understand the way people feel who are
different because of color, ethnicity, or religious beliefs in a fairly
homogeneous place like Grand Forks, but you feel a bit out of sync.
You know you’re different and it develops a space between what others
feel and believe, and what you do. It is, I suppose, the reason I became
a social worker. That, and the fact that my mother and father practiced
social work in their everyday lives. Not a Saturday went by at our
home that a member of my father’s railroad union didn’t come with a
problem, some so serious I wonder how he managed to help, but he did.
He was the secretary-treasurer of the railroad clerks from somewhere in
Minnesota to somewhere in Montana. He believed that all people had
goodness inside, and that whatever they had done there was always the
possibility of redemption.

This is why this moment in our country troubles me so. I wonder if
we’ve lost the desire to help one another or see the greatness of a nation
that offers so many little people the opportunity to become successful
beyond anyone’s wildest imagination. I wonder too, if we’ve lost what
Bertrand Russell called “the unbearable sympathy for the suffering of
others.” I hope not. I hope we are the same tough and resilient people
we have always been with big hearts and the ability to welcome our
neighbors, however different they may be from us. It is, after all, the
North Dakota way, and as the child of immigrants, one I cherish.

MEETING THE CHALLENGE OF JIM HAUGEN ON
“CORNER GROCERY STORES” IN GRAND FORKS

IN THE ‘40’S AND 50°S

Jim Haugen, C’51, did a
great job in remembering the
“corner grocery stores” in the
northend of Grand Forks in
the 40’s and 50’s.

Hall of Fame induction ‘Such an honor’ for
former Tri-Cities music instructor

Musician Don Paul C’49 left and indelible mark on
hundreds of students during the 30-plus years he
taught in the Tri-Cities.

His devotion to music, as well as the young
musicians he inspired during those years, was
recognized when Paul was inducted into the
Washington Music Educators Association’s Hall of
Fame recently. The recognition was far overdue,
said Don Clausen of Olympia, president of the

“(Paul) represents the kind of teacher that had high expecta-
tions for not only himself, but his students, whether they were innately
gifted or challenged as musicians,” Clausen said. “He always treated
us with respect and made the classroom a joyful place to be.”
Clausen spoke from experience -- he was one of Paul’'s students at
Kennewick High School in the 1960’s.

At age 76, Paul of Kennewick is an unassuming man who still
plays a mean trumpet.
